1. Man-Door (see archive photo)

-Currently modified to dock door. Evidence of original man-door behind (infilled siding)

2. Window or Man-Door (Difficult to see on archive photo)

-Currently window opening (boarded up) with trim

3. Possible 3-sided ‘bay’ with roof projection (see archive photo)

-Currently modified to dock door.  Entire bay (between roof braces) shows evidence of modification (infilled siding).  This may indicate the ‘bay’ projection was removed and the wall infilled.

4. Possible Man-Door (lower portion covered with ‘shed’) (see archive photo)

-Currently window opening (boarded up) with trim.  Evidence of original man-door behind (infilled siding)

5. Possible Man-Door (see archive photo- lower portion not visible)

Currently infill siding only.  Evidence of man-door (infilled siding)

6. Dock door (see archive photo)

-Currently modified to window opening (boarded up) adjacent to man-door.  Both have trim.  No visible evidence of previous dock door.

-Currently window opening (boarded up) with trim

8. Man-Door (see archive photo)

-Currently modified to window (partially boarded up) with trim.  Evidence of original man-door behind and to the east of window.

-Currently window opening (boarded up) with trim

11. Man-Door (see archive photo)

-Currently infill siding only.  Evidence of man-door (infilled siding)
